Moving towards smoke free mental health settings 
 
Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust would like to hear carers’ views 
about the implementation of a smoke free policy in mental health in-patient settings.  Following the smoking 
legislation coming into place from 1 July 2008 smoking will be against the law in any enclosed space in any 
mental health establishment. This has been driven by concerns about the effects of second hand smoke. 
 

Iliana Rokkou, User and Carer Research and Development Manager are running a carer led focus group 
project.  lliana would like to find out carers’ views about the implementation of a smoke free policy in local in-
patient wards, what issues need to be considered and what practical and constructive steps can be taken to 
address them. She would be grateful if carers could spend some time to participate in a focus group 
discussion and tell her about their needs and experiences as a carer whose loved one is smoking and has 
been in hospital during the last year. A report will be written from the information gathered from these 
discussions, which will help shape how the Trust takes the smoke free policy forward.  A similar consultation 
has already taken place with service users. 
 

The group will be facilitated by trained individuals who have direct personal experience of caring for someone 
with mental health difficulties. Travel expenses will be reimbursed, your time commitment will be no longer 
than an hour and a half.

Nest: When man’s best friend lends a paw 
 
An innovative campaign with its roots in mid-Essex, to promote the idea of companion dogs for people with 
mental health conditions, is creating interest nationwide. The Wilby Campaign has been launched by 
Christine McDonald from Mundon, near Maldon, in conjunction with Elizabeth Smith from Norfolk and Bee 
Harries from Sydenham. 
 

The campaign has also had support from Robin Murray-Neill from the Care Services Improvement 
Partnership (CSIP). 
 

The ultimate aim is for companion dogs for people with mental health conditions to be recognised on a similar 
basis to guide dogs for the blind or hearing dogs for the deaf.  The Wilby Campaign takes its name from a 
symbolic dog, who "will be" a companion to a person with an enduring mental health condition.

Norfolk and Waveney Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust news: 
 

• Innovative service brings care closer to home 
 

A new development for people with serious mental illness in Norfolk and Waveney has been given the go-
ahead by the East of England Strategic Health Authority.  
 

The £9.4 million project, funded by Norfolk and Waveney Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust, will provide 
a purpose built combined psychiatric intensive care unit (PICU) and low secure unit on the Hellesdon 
Hospital site in Norwich.  
 

The new unit will provide ten PICU beds and 12 low secure beds for people experiencing serious episodes 
of mental illness. Currently people who need PICU placements receive their treatment outside Norfolk; this 
development means that they will be able to receive their care more locally. 
 

It will work in tandem with the Yare Ward low secure unit – the only NHS-provided, dedicated low-secure 
service in Norfolk and Waveney – which opened in January 2007, and will bring the total of beds for this 
important treatment up to 31. 

 

• Build your self-esteem with a little help from friends 
 

A pilot study has been launched in Norwich to see if people can improve their self-esteem with a little help 
from others. 
 

Clinical psychologists for the Norfolk and Waveney Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust, Erica Richmond 
and Lucy Matthews, are using Cognitive Behavioural Therapy (CBT) in a group setting for people with low 
self-esteem.  CBT encourages people to explore how they think and how they react, helping them to find 
different ways to manage negative feelings.  
 

To date, two groups have been run, each for 12 weeks, based at the Julian Day Treatment Services. The 
group has been open to service users from both working age and from older people’s services in Norwich.  
 

The groups focus on understanding how negative self-beliefs are formed and how low self-esteem can 
spark a negative spiral of anxiety and/or low mood.  
 

• Bright idea leads to cleaner future 
 

A pioneering new mobile unit to disinfect equipment will be officially unveiled on 11 December 2007. 
  

Norfolk and Waveney Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust’s mobile equipment cleansing unit is the first of 
its kind in the country.  Equipment, including beds, can be wheeled into the unit, disinfected and thoroughly 
steam cleaned. This new development will further boost the Trust’s excellent record of infection 
prevention. Other Trusts and organisations, such as schools and care homes, will soon be able to buy their 
own units to build on their infection control measures. 
  

It was designed by a member of the Trust’s estates team, John Downes, and the nurse consultant in 
infection control, Val Leggett. Support was given by Health Enterprise East, which helps develop and 
market new ideas to improve healthcare delivery, and Kent-based Air Management Systems Ltd (AMS) 
which specialise in helping organisations manage their hazardous materials. The unit provides a low cost, 
purpose built facility for disinfecting patient care and therapeutic equipment items.  
 

The mobile unit can be towed to any one of the Trust’s sites. Apart from the obvious infection control 
benefits, noisy steam cleaning tasks can be performed away from the ward and will prevent disruption to 
patients and their environment.

Have you got the bus pass? Do you know about the bus pass?  
 
The Government has promised a statutory minimum scheme offering free, local, off-peak bus travel for people 
over 60 and those with disabilities including mental health difficulties.  A national bus pass scheme is due to 
be implemented by April 2008.   
 

Those with bipolar, claiming a free bus pass, may be confused by the application form.  A spokesman for St 
Albans District Council said in the Herts Advertiser Newspaper on 1 November 2007, that people with mental 
illnesses fell into the category which included people with learning disabilities.  He said the definition on the 
form was "someone who has a learning disability that is a state of arrested or incomplete development of 
mind, which includes significant impairment of intelligence and social functioning".  
 

Don't let the semantics put you off.  Some district councils are providing more generous schemes than the 
statutory minimum or are working with neighbouring councils to provide more generous schemes.

Suffolk councils face axe in shock move 
 
Suffolk county and its seven district councils are to be abolished under a radical shake-up of local government 
in the county. 
 

The Government today dramatically put on hold Ipswich's solo bid for unitary status and has told the 
Boundary Committee for England to create a Greater Ipswich and one or two other unitary authorities for the 
rest of the county.  The shock move will spell the end of the county council and the shire districts of Ipswich, 
Suffolk Coastal, Babergh, Mid Suffolk, Bury St Edmunds, Forest Heath, and Waveney.

Suffolk Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust: A better service for people with 
complex needs 
 
New ways of working will mean a better healthcare service for people in Suffolk whose mental ill health is 
further exacerbated by a drug or alcohol problem or vice versa. 
 

Historically, the work of healthcare teams providing mental health services and drug and alcohol services in 
the county has remained fairly separate.  But now, staff at Suffolk Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust has 
developed a new set of guidance which will encourage teams to work together more effectively. Additionally, 
the Trust is investing in a training programme based on that guidance so teams will have a better 
understanding of each other’s area of work and be able to pick up much earlier whether a person has a 
combination of mental health and substance misuse problems. 
 

The guidance and training plan was launched at The Limes Hotel in Needham Market on Friday, December 
14. The event, to which staff and colleagues from partner organisations, such as Mind and Norcas, were 
invited, included an overview of the dual diagnosis project, together with an introduction to a pilot scheme run 
by CSIP Eastern and carried out by the Bury St Edmunds-based assertive outreach team.

Consultation on draft guidance on 'Finding a shared vision of how people's mental 
health problems should be understood' 
 
CSIP has developed draft guidance for consultation on ‘Finding a shared vision of how people’s mental health 
problems should be understood’.  The guidance is aimed at everyone concerned with the development and 
delivery of services including people who use services and their carers.  The guidance aims to: 
 

• identify a shared vision of how people’s mental health problems should be understood that is recognised 
equally by different provider groups and by service users and their carers 

• to raise awareness of the wide variety of different approaches to assessing mental health problems and 
wellbeing and 

• to build mutual understanding of these different approaches as resources for drawing together, through a 
shared process between service users, carers and service providers, ways of understanding a mental 
health problem that reflect the particular and often very different strengths and needs of individual service 
users. 

 

The consultation is taking place between 28 November 07 and 05 March 08 inclusive.  CSIP is seeking 
people’s views on the draft guidance in particular in relation to specific questions as well as general 
comments.

This consultation includes a proposal to provide a more bespoke service to disabled people, ensuring they 
have the opportunity not just to work, but to progress in work to their full potential.  Central proposals in the 
consultation include developing and enhancing the role of Disability Employment Advisers in Jobcentre Plus 
so that each individual gets support that is tailored to their needs to help them achieve their employment 
goals; and moving away from separate programmes of support such as the Job Introduction Scheme, Work 
Preparation and WORKSTEP towards a single integrated programme which provides a more personalised 
employment service for disabled people. 
 

DWP are seeking views about the reforms proposed in the consultation.  Particularly, they are interested to 
hear from disabled people, employers and organisations that represent the interests of disabled people.  The 
formal consultation period will last for 14 weeks from 3 December 2007 and responses must be received by 
10 March 2008.
